Mr. DelLoy Jahnke addressed the Lexington City
Council introducing Mr. Dennis Melton from
Lakewood, CO. Mr. Melton who is also with KN
Energy who displayed the wireless intercom system
that KN Energy is planning on installing in the City.
Provided the City of Lexington gives the right-of-way
for placements of these antennae units on street light
poles. Upon completion of his report, no further action
was taken.

Mr. Dale Holbein addressed the Lexington City
Council giving them the report from the Lexington
Volunteer Fire Department on rescue calls and fire
calls for the calendar year 1996. It was noted on the
report that the rescue calls had almost doubled over
the previous year totals and it kept the department
very busy.

City Manager Bricker addressed the Lexington

City Council stating that the City of Lexington had
received approximately $130,000 from the Jim Miller
estate to be used for the Fire Department. He stated



that the members of the Fire Department were
present to request this money be placed in use for
construction of the additional fire barn garage and
meeting room to be constructed on the corner of 6th
& Taylor. After a discussion concerning the control of
the money that had been received, moved by Fagot,
seconded by Wightman that the following resolution
be passed and approved. Roll call. Voting "aye" were:
Klamm, Kohl, Wightman, Fagot, Hawks. Motion
carried.

RESOLUTION 97-01

WHEREAS, the City of Lexington and the
Lexington Rural Fire District are proposing a joint
funding of a second fire hall to be constructed on land
owned by the Rural Fire District; and

WHEREAS, the City of Lexington is the
beneficiary of a bequest from the James D. Miller
Estate in the estimated amount of $130,000, which
was directed "for the exclusive use of the Volunteer
Fire Department and Rescue Unit".

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR
AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LEXINGTON,
NEBRASKA, that the gift from the James D. Miller
Estate shall be dedicated for use as follows:

A. $80,000, or one-third (13) of the cost of
construction and furnishing of the new fire building,
whichever is greater, shall be applied to the
construction and furnishing of the new fire building;

B. The remaining amount shall be applied to the
purchase of equipment and capital expenditures for
use by the Lexington Volunteer Fire Department and
Rescue Unit.
