ENERGY SERVICES Mr. Jim Florke representing Nebraska Public Power District stated that 

NPPD has formed a company called ESCO which will be totally 

independent of the Nebraska Public Power District, however, will be 

able to perform services for the customer that Nebraska Public Power 

would not have been able to do, such as, energy audits, transformer 

loadings, motor capacity, and cycling of loads.  These types of studies 

could be performed by ESCO, and not by NPPD, therefore taking the 

cost of performing those studies out of the rate base and making NPPD 

much more competitive in marketing.  City Manager Bricker further 

recommended that the Lexington City Council join the ESCO 

organization, which would be  approximately a cost of $3.00 per meter 

to the City of Lexington.  This membership would give us one vote in 

the organization.  It was the recommendation of the Council that this 

item be placed on the Agenda for February 23, 1999 with a resolution 

for membership. 

 

KEEP LEXINGTON This item on the Agenda was withdrawn, and the  

BEAUTIFUL FUNDING: request from Heartland Museum was transferred to its place. 

 

GRANT REQUEST: Mr. Dave Smith, representing the Heartland Military Museum, 

requested the City Council grant permission for the Military Museum to 

apply for additional grants.  Mr. Smith said there would be absolutely 

no cost to the City for this grant, and all that is needed would be a letter 

from the City authorizing Heartland Museum to make this application.  



Upon completion of his presentation, moved by Wightman, seconded 

by Klamm, that the Mayor of Lexington be authorized to proceed with a 

letter authorizing the Heartland Military Museum to apply for a grant, 

and that the Mayor be authorized to enter into the proper agreements 

with the State of Nebraska for the application of this grant, seconded by 

Klamm.  Roll call.  Voting “aye” were Kohl, Cook, Klamm, Wightman, 

Fagot.  Motion carried. 

 

RATE STUDY City Manager Bricker addressed the Council presenting a resolution 

form the League Of Nebraska Municipalities to join in a study of the 

rates charged for P0802 gas by KN Energy.  Upon the completion of his 

presentation Mr. Larry Lehman from KN Energy addressed the Council 

with an explanation of the source of the gas sold under the P0808 rate. 

He further reviewed the past history of rates studies and their cost 

allocations to the customers in an area.  Upon completion of his 

presentation no further action was taken. 

 

SALE OF PROPERTY: An Ordinance entitled “AN ORDINANCE DIRECTING THE SALE 

OF LOTS 1 & 2, BLOCK 6, SOUTHAVEN ADDITION TO THE 

CITY OF LEXINGTON, DAWSON COUNTY NEBRASKA; TO 

PROVIDE FOR PUBLICATION AND THE RIGHT OF 

REMONSTRANCE”  was read before the Council.  At this time, City 

Manager Bricker stated that this had been considered at the last 

meeting, and the Council had ordered this be placed on the Agenda for 

the sale of these two lots to Charles Cadwell, or Cadwell Construction.  

Upon reading of the title of the Ordinance, moved by Wightman, 

seconded by Kohl, that the rules requiring the reading of said ordinance 

on three separate days be suspended.  Roll call.  Voting “aye” were 

Klamm, Cook, Kohl, Wightman, Fagot.  Motion carried. 

 

 Said Ordinance was then read by title.  Moved by Wightman, seconded 

by Klamm, that Ordinance No. 2108  be passed on final reading.  Roll 

call.  Voting “aye” were Cook, Kohl, Klamm, Wightman, Fagot.  

Motion carried. 

 

 The passage and adoption of said Ordinance having been concurred 

with by a majority of all members elected to the Council, was by the 

Mayor declared passed and adopted, and the Mayor, in the presence of 

the Council, signed and approved said ordinance, and the Clerk attested 

the passage and approval of the same and affixed the seal of the City 

thereto.

ONE & SIX YEAR Mr. Bob Blankenship, representing Miller and   

REVIEW: Associates, reviewed the One and Six Year Plan for the City of 

Lexington’s Street Construction.  Mr. Blankenship further stated that 

the public hearing for this plan would be at the next Regular Council 

Meeting on February 23, 1999, however, at this point, it has been the 

policy of the council to review it before the hearing.  Mr. Blankenship 

stated that in the one year design, was the viaduct for $6,500,000.00, 

Taft Street Improvement which is basically the removal and 

replacement of pavement on Taft Street is $250,000.00, 13
th

 Street 

Paving west on 13
th

 Street at approximately $25,000.00.  Mr. 



Blankenship stated that this project was the overlayment of black top 

west to the airport road.  The next item was the Hwy 283 link road 

approximately $450,000, and this would be the link road between Plum 

Creek Parkway, and Adams Street.  The final item in the one-year plan 

was the Pedestrian crossing at $1,050,000.00.  This would be the 

Pedestrian crossing on Madison Street over the Rail Road.  Other items 

in the Six-Year Plan included the City Drain Bridge, South Jefferson 

Street Paving, Hwy No. 283 Hike/Bike Trail, Grant Street overlay, 

Spring Creek Bridge, Maple and spruce Street Paving, Jackson & 

Walnut Street Radius Reconstruction, Paulsen’s Subdivision Hike/Bike 

Trail, South Plum Creek Parkway & Washington Street Reconstruction, 

17
th

 Street Improvements, 14
th

 Street Improvements, Taft Street 

Improvements, and East Walnut Paving.  Upon completion of the 

review of the projects, no further action was taken. 

 

SANITARY SEWER The Lexington City Council discussed the current  

RATES: sanitary sewer rates for the City of Lexington in their relationship to the 

ability of the sanitary sewer system to pay its current debts and 

operating expenses in return, money for future construction of the plant.  

After a brief discussion of the rates and what may be needed in the 

future, the Council determined that the rates for the residential sanitary 

sewer should be set at $19.00, that the minimum of 0-5 days should be 

set at $8.50, that the charge for commercial sewer should be placed at 

$1.65 per 1,000 gallons of the average water in the three winter months, 

and that the minimum charge for commercial sewer should be $10.00.  

Upon completion of these directives, moved by Wightman, seconded by 

Klamm, that the following resolution be passed and approved.  Roll 

call.  Voting “aye” were Cook, Kohl, Klamm, Wightman, Fagot.  

Motion carried. 

 

   RESOLUTION NO. 99-03 

 

 WHEREAS, Lexington City Code Section 23-13, authorizes the City 

Council to establish by Resolution a schedule of rates and charges for 

sanitary sewer use. 

 

 BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND 

COUNCIL OF THE CITY OFLEXINGTON, NEBRASKA, that the 

following sanitary sewer use charges shall take effect April 1, 1999.  

That all other sewer use charges previously established shall remain 

unchanged..

 0-5 day minimum charge $8.50 

 Commercial   $1.65 per 1000 gallons

WATER STUDY: Mr. Chris Miller representing Miller and Associates, addressed the 

Lexington City Council reviewing information that had been passed on 

to the City Council in the retreat concerning the amount of draw-down 

our current wells has, and how one of our wells affects the other well in 

a severe dry condition.  Mr. Miller also stated that in order to 

compensate for this, the City of Lexington should look outside the City 

limits for possible well fields, not to exclude the Platte River, and 

should plan in the future to incorporate these into the operation of the 

water system.  No further action was taken on this report. 

 

LINK ROAD  Mr. Dana Daniels, representing Miller and  

SPECIFICATION: Associates, addressed the Lexington City Council, presenting 

preliminary drawings and specifications for the Link Road between 

Plum Creek Parkway, and Adams Street just south of the existing 

drainage ditch.  Mr. Daniels explained that part of the road would be a 

60 ft. right-of-way with, what is considered, rural road construction, 

which would eliminate additional storm drains.  He further explained 

that there would not be access to this road coming from the south, as 

most of that would probably be considered residential and this would 

not be a road that would be linking up with those streets.  Discussion on 

this road that followed included the possibility of assessment, if 

someone would want to join this road with the subdivision, and 

considering a different width in the road, placement of utilities, etc.  

Upon completion of discussion, no further action was taken. 

 

MAINTENANCE The Lexington City Council considered renewing a  

CONTRACT: contract with the State of Nebraska for the City of Lexington, doing 

maintenance on their roads within the City limits.  City Manager 

Bricker stated that this is just a renewal of an existing contract that had 

been renewed for quite a few years.  The State controls the price of it, 

and the only time there is an increase in it, is when the number of lane 

miles inside the City limits increases, or the State of Nebraska decides 

to raise the refund cost per mile.  Upon completion of his 

recommendation, moved by Klamm, seconded by Kohl, to approve 

Maintenance Contract No. 16 for renewal with the State of Nebraska.  

Roll call.  Voting “aye” were Wightman, Cook, Kohl, Klamm, Fagot.  

Motion carried. 

 

AIRPORT AUTHORITY Mayor Fagot announced that Steve Moseley’s 

APPOINTMENT: resignation to the Airport Authority had left a vacancy, and the Airport 

Authority had recommended that Mr. Steve Atwood be nominated to 

fill the unexpired term of Steve Moseley, and therefore, that is his 

recommendation to the Council.  Upon completion of his 

recommendation, moved by Wightman, seconded by Klamm, to 

approve the Mayor’s nomination of Steve Atwood to fill the unexpired 

term of Steve Moseley on the Airport Authority.  Roll call.  Voting 

“aye” were Kohl, Cook, Klamm, Wightman, Fagot.  Motion carried. 

 

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor 

Wightman declared the meeting adjourned.

I, the undersigned City Clerk for the City of Lexington, Nebraska, hereby certify that all of the subjects 

included in the foregoing proceedings were contained in the Agenda for the meeting, kept continually 

current and available for public inspection at the office of the City Clerk during regular business hours prior 

to said meeting; that the Minutes of the Mayor and Council of the City of Lexington, Nebraska, from which 

the foregoing proceedings have been extracted were in written form and available for public inspection 

within ten working days and prior to the next convened meeting of said body; that all news media 

requesting notification concerning meeting of said body were provided advance notification of the time and 

place of said meeting and the subjects to be discussed at said meeting.
