Moved by Klamm, seconded by
Kohl, that ordinance No. 2109 be passed on final reading. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Cook, Kohl, Klamm, Fagot. Motion carried.

The Lexington City Council held a Public Hearing to consider the
request of Investplus, dba Sav-A-Lot Foods for a Class D Liquor
License. Mr. Jeff Konen addressed the Lexington City Council stating
that they would like to expand their liquor license to a Class D, so they
may handle liquor also. Hearing no objections to this License, Mayor
Fagot declared the Public hearing closed. Moved by Klamm, seconded
by Cook to recommend approval of the liquor license for Investplus,
dba Sav-A-Lot Discount Foods, for a class D Liquor License. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Kohl, Cook, Klamm, Fagot. Motion carried.

Mr. Stan Johnson, representing Miller and Associates

addressed the Lexington City Council stating an

Environmental Assessment had to be performed for the overpass study
and this agreement before them would expand the Engineer’s contract
to include that service. Included Function to be performed would
include the Environmental Hearing, to be conducted with citizens, and a
Public Hearing. Upon completion of his presentation, moved by
Klamm, seconded by Kohl, to authorize the Mayor to sign an agreement
with Miller and Associates, including the Environmental Assessment of
the overpass. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Cook, Kohl, Klamm, Fagot.
Motion carried.

City Attorney Willard Weinhold addressed the Lexington City Council
stating that the original resolution would have accelerated the payments
on Assessments that had become one year delinquent making the entire
assessment delinquent, however, most people had paid their
assessments, and only one remained unpaid. He further stated that due
to the payment of these assessments, no resolution would be needed,
however, he feels that foreclosure proceedings should start on the one
remaining assessment due. Upon completion of his presentation,
moved by Cook, seconded by Klamm, to instruct the City
Administration to start foreclosure proceedings on the property
described as Lot 7 & 8, Block 61, Original Town of Lexington, Dawson
County Nebraska for Improvement District No. 86-2. Roll call. Voting
“aye” were Kohl, Klamm, Cook, Fagot. Motion carried.

City Manager Bricker addressed the Lexington

City Council requesting the approval of the Council to enter into a
Memorandum Agreement for the purchase of wholesale power. Mr.
Bricker stated that this agreement for NPPD to furnished wholesale
power to Lexington, Lexington will take and pay for such power and
energy to meet electrical requirements of Lexington. After further
review of the Memorandum of Understanding, moved by Kohl, second
by Klamm, to authorize the City Manager to sign Memorandum of
Understanding with Nebraska Public Power District for the purchase of
wholesale power. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Cook, Klamm, Kohl,
Fagot. Motion carried.
