City Manager Bricker addressed the Lexington City

Council, stating that per the request of the council, they have received
state regulations on the Food Handlers Code, and the City Manager
recommended the City Council pass this ordinance adopting this code
which would be the similar procedure to adopt the other codes, such as
the Uniform Building, Plumbing, and Electrical Codes. Upon the
completion of the discussion, an Ordinance entitled “AN ORDINANCE
TO AMEND SECTION 12-2 OF THE LEXINGTON CITY CODE;
TO PROVIDE FOR ADOPTION OF THE “NEBRASKA FOOD”; TO
REPEAL ORIGINAL SECTION 12-2, AND ALL OTHER
ORDINANCES OR SECTIONS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT
HEREWITH; AND TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND
FOR PUBLICATION IN PAMPHLET FORM” was read before the
Council. Moved by Wightman, seconded by Klamm, that the rules
requiring the reading of said Ordinance on three separate be suspended.
Roll call. Voting “aye” were Cook, Kohl, Klamm, Wightman, Fagot.

Said Ordinance was then read by Title. Moved by Klamm, seconded by
Wightman, that Ordinance 2110 be passed on Final Reading. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Kohl, Cook, Wightman, Klamm, Fagot. Motion
carried.

The passage and adoption of said Ordinance having been concurred
with by a majority of all members elected to the council, was by the
Mayor declared passed and adopted, and the Mayor, in the presence of
the Council, signed and approved said Ordinance, and the Clerk
attested the passage and approval of the same and affixed the seal of the
City thereto.

The Lexington City Council considered an Ordinance controlling the
sale of merchandise on Public Property. After a discussion concerning
this Ordinance, City Attorney Weinhold advised Council that this could
also pertain to the Farmers Market, where home-grown products are
sold on public property. After considerable discussion on the affects of
this Ordinance, moved by Klamm, seconded by Wightman, to have
Administration review this Ordinance for other alternatives. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Kohl, Cook, Wightman, Klamm, Fagot. Motion
carried.

Mr. Jeff Peterson, representing Miller and Associates,
addressed the Lexington City Council stating that the only bids received
for the water mains on Grant Street and 20" Street were from Midlands

Contracting of Kearney, Nebraska. The bid for Grant Street was
$112,476.20, and the bid for 20™ Street was $27,341.50. Mr. Peterson
stated that the probable engineer’s construction cost for this project was
$155,030.00, leaving the bid approximately 10% below the engineer’s
estimate. With no further discussion on this, moved by Wightman,
seconded by Kohl that the bid for these projects be awarded to
Midlands Contracting Inc. of Kearney, Nebraska, in the amount of
$112,476.20 for Grant Street, and $27,341.50 for 20™ Street. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Klamm, Cook, Kohl, Wightman, Fagot. Motion
carried.

The Lexington City Council received a report from

The City Manager concerning the proposed Ordinance setting franchise
fees for services rendered to Citizens of Lexington. He stated that this
fee will be partly used to defray the costs of construction when city
facilities cause the moving of these utilities. He stated that an example
of this was when during the 13" Street project the City was required to
pay KN Energy $90,000.00 to move a gas main that was in the right-o-
way. Another question was if this would be an added tax revenue to
which the City Manager replied that these funds would be deposited in
the General Fund of the City and would be used to reduce the overall
tax call. City Attorney Weinhold stated that the Ordinance in front of
the Council tonight is a draft made in 1997 and requires some
refinement before final consideration by the Council. After completion
of the discussion Concilperson Wightman that the ordinance be tabled
at this meeting and placed on the agenda for the next regular meeting in
May. Seconded by Klamm Roll Call voting “aye” were Cook, Kohl,
Klamm, Wightman and Fagot. Motion carried.

City Manager Bricker stated that a parcel of land may be available for
purchase by the Sanitary Sewer Department to be used for land
application of the sludge byproduct from the disposal plant. He further
stated that he needs direction from the City Council pertaining to this
negotiations .  Upon completion of his request Councilperson
Wightman moved to recess the regular session to executive session at
8:14 PM on May 11, 1999 to discuss negotiations for the purchase of
real-estate .Second by Klamm. Roll Call voting “aye” were. Cook,
Kohl, Klamm, Wightman and Fagot. Motion carried.

Moved by Klamm second by Kohl to reconvene the regular session
from executive session at 8:54 PM on May 11, 1999. Roll Call voting
“aye” were Wightman, Cook, Kohl, Klamm and Fagot. Motion carried.

The Council held a discussion regarding a date for the spring retreat
and decided to call a special meeting on Saturday June 12, 1999 at 8.00
AM at the Grand Generation Center 407 East 6"

There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor
Wightman declared the meeting adjourned.
