Pepplitsch addressed the City Council stating that with the formation of the City
Council Subcommittees, it would no longer be necessary to continue the
Recreation Advisory Committee. The following Ordinance would repeal
sections 2-30 thru 2-34 of the City Code, eliminating the requirement for a
Recreation Advisory Committee. Mayor Fagot confirmed the necessity to
eliminate the Committee.

Voting “aye” were Salem, Tomasek,
Klamm, Fagot. Motion carried.

Said Ordinance was read by Title. Moved by Klamm, seconded by Salem, to
approve Ordinance Number 2144 on final reading. Roll call. Voting “aye” were
Tomasek, Salem, Klamm, Fagot. Motion carried.

Mayor Fagot stated that the Police Pension Committee has two council members
that included Rick Klamm, and John Wightman. Since John Wightman is no
longer on the City Council, the Mayor would like to recommend that Council
Person Steve Tomasek fill that position. Following discussion, moved by Salem,
seconded by Klamm, to appoint Steve Tomasek to the Police Pension
Committee. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Tomasek, Klamm, Salem, Fagot.
Motion carried.

Pepplitsch addressed the City Council, stating that the format of the Financial
Report has been changed slightly. Mr. Pepplitsch then explained the outline of
the new format. Following discussion, moved by Klamm, seconded by Salem, to
accept the Financial Report for April, 2001. Roll call. Voting “aye” were
Tomasek, Salem, Klamm, Fagot.
