Pepplitsch addressed the City Council stating that the City is proposing the
construction of new Tennis Courts at Plum Creek Park and Memorial Park. The
City would like to secure grant funding from the Land and Water Conservation
Fund Program. In order to complete the funding application, approval is being
requested in the form of a Resolution from the City Council. Upon reading of the
following resolution, moved by Klamm, seconded by Salem, to approve
Resolution Number 01-16. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Tomasek, Cook,
Salem, Klamm, Fagot. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 01-16
LAND AND WATER CONSERVATION FUND

The City of Lexington, Nebraska proposes to apply for federal assistance from
the Land and Water Conservation Fund program for the purpose of construction
of additional and replacement of dilapidated tennis courts.

The Mayor is authorized to sign documents to obtain financial assistance
including a Project Agreement with the State of Nebraska and the National Park
Service.

The City of Lexington, Nebraska will, within thirty (30) days following federal
approval, obtain the necessary consultant or appraisal services for this project as
directed and as required by the NGPC.

The City of Lexington, Nebraska has budgeted or currently has available its 60%
share of the proposed total project funds and will allocate these funds toward this
project upon project approval by the NGPC.

The City of Lexington, Nebraska has also the financial capability to operate the
maintain the completed project and park property in a safe, attractive and sanitary
manner.

The City of Lexington, Nebraska will not discriminate against any person on the
basis of race, color, age, religion, handicap, sex or national origin in the use of any
property or facility acquired or developed pursuant to the project proposal, and
shall comply with the terms and intent of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964,
P.L. 88-354 (1964), and any of the regulations promulgated pursuant to such Act
by the Secretary of the Interior and contained in 43 CFR 17.

No property acquired and/or developed under this project shall, without the
approval of the Nebraska Game and Parks Commission and the Secretary of the
Interior, be converted to non-public outdoor recreation uses. And, such approval
may be granted only if it is in accord with the then existing Statewide
Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation Plan (SCORP), and only upon such

conditions as deemed necessary to assure the substitution of other recreation
properties of at least equal fair market value and of reasonably equivalent
usefulness and location.

The City of Lexington, Nebraska will replace the land in the event of a
conversion in use in accordance with Section 6(f)(3) of Land and Water
Conservation Fund Act of 1965, as amended.

The City of Lexington, Nebraska agrees to comply with all State and Federal
requirements and standards where they can be applied in making the facilities
developed under this project, and all future projects, accessible to and usable by
the disabled.

Pepplitsch addressed the City Council stating that different contract options with
NPPD had been previously discussed, and what Administration believes is the
best option is being presented to Council, for approval. Following discussion,
moved by Klamm, seconded by Tomasek, to accept the 20 Year Wholesale
Power Contract, as presented, with NPPD, and enter into the Agreement,
effective January 1, 2002, and authorize the proper authority to execute said
agreement. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem, Cook, Tomasek, Klamm,
Fagot. Motion carried.

Pepplitsch addressed the City Council, informing them that every three years the
City’s General Insurance Package is put out for bids. This year, it is being
recommended that Council approve Comnhusker Casualty as the General
Insurance Carrier, and Fire Pak as the Fire Department Carrier. Following
discussion, moved by Cook, seconded by Klamm, to authorize the City Manager
to enter into an agreement with Cornhusker Casualty as the General Insurance
Carrier, and Fire Pak as the Fire Department Carrier. Roll call. Voting “aye”
were Tomasek, Salem, Klamm, Cook, Fagot. Motion carried.

Pepplitsch addressed the City Council, stating that Nash-Finch, owners of Sun
Mart Food Store, has requested that the alley in front of their store, located at 603
North Lincoln, be vacated. Following discussion, an Ordinance entitled “AN
ORDINANCE TO VACATE THE EAST 200 FEET OF THE ALLEY IN
BLOCK 34, ORIGINAL TOWN OF LEXINGTON; TO PROVIDE FOR
REVERSION OF THE VACATED ALLEY TO ADJOINING PROPERTY
OWNERS; TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND FOR
PUBLICATION IN PAMPHLET FORM” was read before the Council.
Moved by Klamm, seconded by Tomasek, to approve said Ordinance on First
Reading. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem, Cook, Tomasek, Klamm, Fagot.
Motion carried.

Following discussion by Council, moved by Klamm, seconded by Tomasek, to
approve the Financial Report for August, 2001. Roll call. Voting “aye” were
Cook, Salem, Tomasek, Klamm, Fagot. Motion carried.
