Following discussion, moved by Fagot, seconded by Tomasek, to table
this item until further research and discussion could be held in order to
make a sound decision regarding the proposed draft ordinance. Roll
call. Voting “aye” were Tomasek and Fagot. Voting “nay” were
Miller, Bennett, Cook. Motion fails.

Further discussion was held. Moved by Cook, seconded by Miller, to
table this Agenda Item until the next regular meeting, and direct
Administration and City Attorney to prepare a Resolution which would
direct the issue to the voters on the November election ballot. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Bennett, Miller, Cook. Voting “nay” were Fagot,
Tomasek. Motion carries.

Pepplitsch requested Council’s consideration of an Ordinance entitled
“AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT SEXUAL PREDATOR RESIDENCY
RESTRICTIONS; TO PROHIBIT CERTAIN PERSONS SUBIJE CT
TO THE SEX OFFENDER REGISTRATION ACT AND DEFINED
AS SEXUAL PREDATORS FROM RESIDING IN CERTAIN
AREAS WITHIN THE CITY OF LEXINGTON; TO ESTABLISH
PENALTIES FOR A VIOLATION; TO REPEAL CONFLICTING
