According to a recent government survey, 40 percent of U.S. waterbodies
were still impaired by pollution, failing to meet government standards. It’s a
problem we contribute to — most of the time unknowingly — when we let harmful

pollutants run into our storm drains and enter our waterways.

It’s a pretty common belief that the water in
our storm drains is filtered or treated before it
makes its way into our rivers and lakes.

The truth is, it’s not.

When we dump harsh chemicals on our
lawns and dispose of toxic substances via
storm drains, harmful pollutants enter our
waterways, killing fish, destroying wildlife
habitats, decreasing aesthetic value and
contaminating the water we boat in, swim in
— and drink. It’s a risk to our environment. . .
and a risk to our health.

Using grant funding provided by the State of
Nebraska and administered by the Nebraska
Department of Environmental Quality, the
Nebraska Stormwater Cooperative is working
to raise awareness and offer alternatives to
storm drain dumping through our Nebraska
H,0 program. Almost half of U.S. water-
bodies fail to meet water quality standards.
It’s our goal to change this — to protect our
waters and improve the health of our citizens

and wildlife.

Easy tips for keeping our waters clean.

Litter disposal

Dispose of litter by throwing it in a
trashcan or recycling it. In addition,
do your part by disposing of litter you
find in the street or on the sidewalk.

Washing your car

You can either take your car to a self-
service car wash, which is designed with
special drains for proper disposal, or
wash your car on your lawn. The dirt
below will act as a filter for the soap.

Pet waste

It’s best to dispose of pet waste in the
trash or, better yet, flush it down the
toilet. This water will be properly treated.

Household chemicals

Cleaning products and other household
chemicals should never be dumped
outside, down the sink — or down a storm
drain.

Fertilizer and pesticides

A Regular Meeting of the Lexington Planning Commission was held Wednesday, May 10, 2023,
in the Council Chambers at the Lexington City Hall, 406 East 7th Street, Lexington, Nebraska, at
5:30 p.m. Commissioners present were Sadie Worthing, Cameron Smith, Jeremy Kaiser, Jeff
Tappan, Roque Gonzalez, Curtis Roemmich, Kristi Moyer, Barb Margritz and Jared Jacob. City
Officials present were City Manager Joe Pepplitsch, Assistant City Manager Dennis Burnside,
Community Development Director Bill Brecks, Finance Director Barb Hodges, City Attorney
Brian Copley, and Secretary Pamela Baruth. The press was represented by Clipper-Herald.

NOTICE: Notice of the meeting was given in advance, thereof by publication in the Lexington
Clipper-Herald, the designated method for giving notice, as shown by the Affidavit of Publication
attached to these Minutes. Notice of the meeting was simultaneously given to the Chairman and
all Members of the Planning Commission. The proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the
convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. All items presented and discussed on
the agenda were available for public inspection.

CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order by Chair Worthing who informed the
public that the Open Meetings Act is posted in the Meeting Room at the Lexington City Hall,
located at 406 East 7th Street, Lexington, Nebraska.

MINUTES-MEETING 4-5-2023: Minutes of the Regular Meeting held Wednesday, April 5,
2023, were presented to the Commission for consideration and approval. Moved by Kaiser,
seconded by Moyer, to approve Minutes as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Margritz,
Jacob, Tappan, Gonzalez, Smith, Roemmich, Moyer, Kaiser, Worthing. Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING: Worthing opened a public hearing to review a proposed redevelopment
plan amendment for recommendation regarding conformance with the comprehensive
development plan. Following a review of the project, Pepplitsch requested the issue be tabled for
30-60 days, noting that the developer is fine-tuning contractor availability and cost projections.

STORMWATER MANAGEMENT PLAN UPDATE: Brecks reviewed the city’s Stormwater
Management Plan, and explained the measures used by personnel and project developers to
control and reduce stormwater pollution in waterways.

ROUNDTABLE: Pepplitsch reported on current and potential projects to come before the
Commission.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Lexington Planning
Commission, Chair Worthing declared the meeting adjourned.
