Following discussion,
moved by Salem, seconded by Miller, to suspend the rules requiring the
reading of the ordinance on three separate occasions. Roll call. Voting “aye
were Tomasek, Miller, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

Ordinance No. 2245 was read by title. Moved by Miller, seconded by Salem
to approve Ordinance No. 2245 on final reading. Roll call. Voting “aye”
were Tomasek, Salem, Miller, Fagot. Maotion carried.

Marc Munford, Ameritas, appeared before the Council to discuss the
refinancing of the 2001 Series General Obligation Bonds. Following extensive
discussion, moved by Tomasek, seconded by Miller to approve a threshold of
4.7%, present value return, and to authorize City Manager to direct the bond
agent to prepare the issue at such time those thresholds are met. Voting “aye”
were Tomasek, Bennett, Miller, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

Linda Erickson of Contryman Associates presented the Fiscal Year 2007
Audit Report to Council, and asked the Audit Committee for their
comments. An unqualified report was issued. Tomasek commended Barb
Mills and staff on their work on the audit. Following discussion, moved by

Daniels reviewed the bids recently opened for the CED Addition Paving project.
He recommended awarding the bid to Paulsen, Inc. in the amount of
$284,682.50. Following discussion, moved by Salem, seconded by Tomasek to
award the bid for the CED Addition Paving project to Paulsen, Inc. in the
amount of $284,682.50. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Miller, Tomasek, Salem,
Fagot. Motion carried.

Pepplitsch requested Council authorization to procure grant administrative
services related to CDBG funding for Owner Occupied Rehab Housing Program.
Following discussion, moved by Miller, seconded by Salem, to authorize City
Manager to procure grant administration services related to CDBG funding for
the OOR Housing Program with Dawson Area Development. Roll call. Voting
“aye” were Tomasek, Salem, Miller, Fagot. Motion carried.

Deb Jensen, DAD, discussed special conditions related to the Owner Occupied
Rehab Housing program. Following discussion, moved by Salem, seconded by
Miller, to approve the execution of the Fair Housing Policies and Procedures,
Procurement Procedures and Code of Conduct, and Excessive Force
Certification. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Tomasek, Miller, Salem, Fagot.
Motion carried.

Finding that it is clearly necessary for the protection of the Public interest
that a closed executive session be held in regards to the purchase of real
estate, moved by Salem, seconded by Miller to adjourn into closed executive
session at 6:07 pm. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Tomasek, Miller, Salem,
Fagot. Motion carried. Mayor Fagot announced that the Council would go
into Executive Session at 6:07 pm for a closed executive session regarding
purchase of real estate.

Moved by Salem, seconded by Miller, to adjourn Executive Session at 7:04
pm. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Tomasek, Miller, Salem, Fagot. Motion
carried.

Pepplitsch updated the Council on the progress on the CED Addition and
stated that a borrowing resolution will be forthcoming to accommodate the
infrastructure improvements. He also updated Council on Property
Maintenance Code progress.

Burnside reported on the Park Improvement Committee progress. He stated
the Lexington Foundation has residual funds and a new piece of skate
equipment will be purchased soon.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Fagot
declared the meeting adjourned.
