2 Year 1 application to the Comprehensive Investment and Stabilization
(CIS) Program for discussion. Pepplitsch indicated that staff is proposing
applying for CIS funds for infrastructure improvements along 5" and 6"
Streets from Grant to Lincoln Streets. A formal public hearing will be held
on Tuesday, April 22, 2014, for consideration of the application. No action
was taken.
