A Regular Meeting of the Lexington City Council was held Tuesday, November 27, 2018, at the Lexington City
Hall, 406 E. 7" Street, Lexington, Nebraska at 5:30 p.m. Members of the Council present were John Fagot, John
Salem, Dora Vivas, Steve Smith and Jeremy Roberts. City Officials present were City Manager Joe Pepplitsch,
Assistant City Manager Dennis Burnside, City Attorney Brian Copley, Community Development Director Bill
Brecks, Finance Director Barb Hodges and City Clerk Pamela Baruth. The press was represented by Clipper-
Herald, KRVN, and Tri-City Tribune.

CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fagot. Fagot informed the public that the
Open Meetings Act is posted in the Meeting Room at the Lexington City Hall, 406 E. 7 Street, Lexington,
Nebraska.

MINUTES - REGULAR MEETING 11-13-18: Minutes of the Regular meeting held Tuesday, November 13,
2018, were presented. Moved by Roberts, seconded by Smith, to approve the minutes as presented. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Vivas, Salem, Smith, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

FINANCIAL REPORT: Moved by Salem, seconded by Vivas, to accept the financial report for October 2018
as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Smith, Roberts, Vivas, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

SUBDIVISION: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider the proposed Sund Subdivision. Brecks
reviewed the plat and noted that corrections will need to be made include signature blocks added. He noted the
Planning Commission recommended approval. Deb Sund, applicant, noted that they are working with the sellers
to complete the sale and conveyance of property. There were no other public comments. The public hearing



was closed. Resolution No. 2018-12 was presented. Moved by Smith, seconded by Roberts, to approve
Resolution No. 2018-12 with noted corrections to be made to the final plat. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas,
Salem, Roberts, Smith, Fagot. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 2018 - 12
SUND SUBDIVISION

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LEXINGTON,
NEBRASKA, AS FOLLOWS:

The plat of SUND SUBDIVISION, being a part of the Southeast Quarter of Section 4, Township 9
North, Range 21 West of the Sixth Principal Meridian, Dawson County, Nebraska, duly made out,
acknowledged and certified, and the same hereby is approved, accepted and ordered filed and
recorded in the office of the Register of Deeds of Dawson County, Nebraska.

PASSED AND APPROVED this 27th day of November, 2018.

REZONE: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider an application to rezone the Sund Subdivision
from A-1 Agricultural to M-1 Light Industrial. Brecks noted that a change in the zoning code complies with the
generalized future land use, and the Planning Commission recommended approval. There were no public
comments. The public hearing was closed. Ordinance No. 2413 entitled “AN ORDINANCE TO REZONE
THE SUND SUBDIVISION, BEING PART OF THE SOUTHEAST QUARTER OF SECTION 4, TOWNSHIP
9 NORTH, RANGE 21 WEST OF THE SIXTH PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN, DAWSON COUNTY, NEBRASKA
FROM A-1 AGRICULTURAL TO M-1 LIGHT INDUSTRIAL; TO REPEAL ALL ORDINANCES OR
SECTIONS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE
AND FOR PUBLICATION IN PAMPHLET FORM” was presented. Moved by Salem, seconded by Vivas, to
suspend the rules regarding the reading of an ordinance on three separate occasions. Roll call. Voting “aye”
were Smith, Roberts, Vivas, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

Ordinance No. 2413 was presented on final reading. Moved by Salem, seconded by Roberts, to adopt Ordinance
No. 2413 on final reading. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Smith, Roberts, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider an application for a
conditional use permit for a storefront church to be located at 110 East 6™ Street. Stacy Con, certified
interpreter, was introduced to assist the applicant in the proceedings. Brecks referred to Section 6.08 of the
Zoning Code regarding conditional use permits, noting a main issue being inadequate parking related to
projected occupancy rate. He also reviewed a draft CUP agreement, highlighting the permit to be non-
transferable and waiver of liquor license application protests. He noted the Planning Commission forwarded a
“no recommendation” following their review. Joel Garcia Reyes, with assistance from Stacy Con, stated
services are planned to be held Wednesday and Friday evenings, and Sunday mornings, times that are not
currently busy in the downtown area. He stated there are approximately 10 members. Copley discussed parking
options. Discussion also included limiting the number of occupants at one time in the building and plans for
future growth of the church. The public hearing was closed. Moved by Smith, seconded by Roberts, to reopen
the public hearing to allow Wendy Garcia to address the council. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Salem,
Roberts, Smith, Fagot. Motion carried. The public hearing was reopened. Wendy Garcia stated they are
planning to buy a place for the church in the future along with a bus that may assist their parishioners and the
parking issue. The public hearing was closed. Moved by Smith, seconded by Roberts, to approve the
conditional use permit for a storefront church to be located at 110 East 6. Roll call. Voting “aye” were
Roberts, Smith, Fagot. Voting “nay” were Vivas, Salem. Motion carries.

ELECTION CERTIFICATION: The 2018 general election results as certified by the Dawson County Clerk
were presented. Moved by Roberts, seconded by Vivas, to accept and acknowledge the results from November
6, 2018, general election as certified. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Smith, Salem, Vivas, Roberts, Fagot.
Motion carried.



ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION: Pepplitsch reminded Council and Staff of the work session scheduled for
Saturday, December 1, 2018, at 8:00 a.m., and the council organizational meeting scheduled for Tuesday, December
4, 2018, at 12:00 Noon.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Council, Fagot declared the meeting
adjourned.
