A Regular Meeting of the Lexington City Council was held Tuesday, January 9, 2024, at Lexington,
Nebraska at 5:30 p.m. Members of the Council present were John Fagot, John Salem, Dora Vivas,
Steve Smith, and Jeremy Roberts. City Officials present were City Manager Joe Pepplitsch, Assistant
City Manager Dennis Burnside, City Attorney Brian Copley, Finance Director Derek Haines, and City
Clerk Pamela Baruth. The press was represented by Clipper-Herald.

PAY REQUESTS: Pepplitsch reviewed Pay Request #5 from TL Sund Constructors Inc for the
Lexington Racquet Center project in the amount of $471,646.89. Following a project update, moved
by Salem, seconded by Roberts, to approve Pay Request #5 as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye”
were Vivas, Smith, Roberts, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.
